Visitors
arrived mainly by steamship at Bar Harbor, Seal Harbor and Northeast Harbor and were
transported by horse drawn carriage across the island. The age of "steamers” spans the mid
1800s up to the mid-20th century and you will find an extensive collection of photographs in
our Digital Archives at nehlibrary.net
